But further the date of
commencement of the Act does not hold at least teachers have to
acquire such minimum qualification within a period of 5 years.
(seven) The Teachers will perform his/ her duties specified in Section
24 (1) of the Act.

(eight)l The School will make sure that the teacher shall not engage
himself/ herself in the work of private tuitions.

The School will follow the Curriculufn prepared on the basis of the
syllabus determined by the Competent Authority.

The School will give admission to the students in comparison to the
facilities available in the School as is prescribed in Section 19 of the
Act.

The School will follow the standards and authenticators specified in
Section 19 of the Act. At the time of previous inspection the facilities
that were available in the school were as follows.
